Proposed creation of Multidisciplinary Joint Committee  on Accredited Clinical Skills Centres in Europe**


This item will be raised by Prof. Papalois (S. Surgery)
Surgical and Medical Clinical Skills Centres, amongst other forms of simulation, virtual reality and team training, have evolved rapidly all over the world, and are now considered to be an essential element in clinical training for medical students, trainees and healthcare professionals of most specialties.
However, the way Clinical Skills Centres operate differs quite substantially in terms of 
curriculum, competence assessment, equipment, personnel and research. At present there are no pan-European standards for the appraisal and accreditation of Clinical Skills Centres. The Sections of Anaesthesiology, Cardiology, Neurosurgery, Obstetrics and Gynaecology, Ophthalmology, Orthopaedics and Trauma, Surgery, Urology, Vascular Surgery, have produced robust documents for accreditation requirements, the process of accreditation as well as suggested statutes for a Network of Accredited Clinical Skills Centres in Europe (NASCE).

7. EU Affairs

7.1. The EU Professional Qualifications Directive   


The directive on the recognition of professional qualifications (2005/36/EC) was adopted in October 2005 and entered into effect two years later. This piece of EU legislation encompasses the provisions by which specialist titles can be recognised across the EU when healthcare professionals are moving between EU countries.

This directive was adopted in October 2013 (2013/55/EU) and the European Commission currently is working on the implementation of the European Professional Card, the Common Training Framework, etc.

The UEMS took part in the European Commission’s Conference on the Professional Qualifications Directive (Brussels, 12th February 2014) and presented its policy in this regard.

7.2.3. Patient Safety

The UEMS supported the initiative, led by the European Society for Anaesthesiology, to create the European Patient Safety Foundation. The European Patient Safety Foundation is a multi-disciplinary non-profit foundation with the aim of improving patient safety in Europe and worldwide. It involves European Scientific Societies, Industries as well as other organisations such as Hospital Pharmacists, Hospital Managers, and Patients’ organisations.

7.2.4. Standardisation – CEN initiative
The CEN (Comité Européen de Normalisation - European Committee for Standardisation) launched a process aiming to develop standards in Aesthetic Medicine and the professional duties in this discipline. During its last meetings, the UEMS Council decided to oppose this initiative on grounds that it was not in CEN’s remit to set European Standards in this discipline. 

The UEMS invited the other European Medical Organisations and National Medical Associations to join an Open Letter calling to challenge CEN in its attempt to regulate medical practice.
