To kick off with this new formula, it was agreed proposing some of the issues raised by the Commission’s consultation on patient mobility and cross-border health services. 


Then items proposed are the following:

Patient Needs and Patient Rights; 


Patient Information; 


Quality and Continuity of Care; and


Professional Mobility.


























We kindly invite you to join and contribute to the discussions that will be held in these informal groups. We insist that these discussions should be absolutely open and free, the aim remaining to have as many as possible delegates taking part in this.


Beside this, some issues of importance are on the agenda in Council for discussion and/or decision.





Two working groups released their draft position paper of major importance in the field of specialist practice. The first one, entitled “Ensuring the quality of medical care”, was drafted by the working group on CME-CPD and relates to Quality Control. The second was proposed by the working group on postgraduate training and deals with postgraduate training assessments. After plenty of discussions and long consultation within the UEMS, these documents will be proposed for adoption in Budapest.


With respect to EU Affairs, attention should be paid to the Directive on Working Time, and particularly the results to the questionnaire conducted by the UEMS Executive.


Finally, discussions will focus on the proposed “UEMS Mid-Term Strategy” which aims to bring food for thought on the main political landscape where the UEMS is evolving. 


The whole Enlarged Executive of UEMS is looking forward to meeting you all in Budapest and sincerely hopes to see constructive discussions emerge between all the national delegations.
