Surgical and Medical Clinical Skills Centres, based among other things on simulations, virtual reality and team training, have evolved rapidly all over the world, and are now considered to be an essential element in clinical training for medical students, trainees and healthcare professionals of most specialties.
However, the way Clinical Skills Centres operate differs quite substantially in terms of curriculum, competence assessment, equipment, personnel and research. At present there are no pan European standards for the appraisal and accreditation of Clinical Skills Centres. 
Healthcare and medical education varies greatly across Europe depending on economic development, geography and population. This is why the UEMS, representing the National Medical Associations and working closely with the National Societies of Medical Specialties, and subspecialties in Europe, is deeply involved, among other issues, in harmonization, appraisal and assessment, accreditation and certification of specialist’s qualifications and training centres.
It is therefore proposed that the UEMS will form a Multidisciplinary Joint Committee (MJC) across interested Sections for the accreditation of clinical skills centres in Europe.
A working group formed by the UEMS Section of Surgery, has produced robust documents for accreditation requirements, the process of accreditation as well as suggested statutes for initially a Network of Accredited Clinical Skills Centres in Europe (NASCE) which will aim to develop in an UEMS MJC following the relevant established process of review by the UEMS Management Council.
The MJC will handle accreditation of clinical skills centres, but will also provide an important platform for research and collaboration among clinical skills centres (eg curriculum, courses, and faculties).

Cardiology

Obstetrics and Gynaecology
Ophthalmology
Orthopaedics and Trauma

Surgery

Urology

Vascular Surgery
